The name of Treorchy is indelibly linked the World over with the famous Treorchy Male Voice Choir, and indeed this town,
the only one in the Rhondda ever to host the National Eisteddfod, can truly claim to be the cultural capital of Fawr and Fach,
with the award- winning Parc & Dare Brass band, a Choral Society and the Parc and Dare Theatre all based in the town.

The broad high street stretches for nearly a mile along the valley floor and is filled with small shops selling ever
conceivable product. There are craft shops and carpet shops, upholsterers and butchers and bakers and boutiques all
vying for space with the banks and building societies, solicitors and cafés. Treorchy High Street is awash with colour,
charisma and charm.

All around Treorchy the mountain ridges rise above 1500 feet and there are spectacular drives across to Bridgend and Port
Talbot and across the Rhigos Mountain to Hirwaun, giving spectacular views from the Bristol Channel and Exmoor to the
